Re: Ask CRH plc to divest from the Israeli company Mashav Initiative and Development     
Dear,

I am writing to you as my local Roadstone Products supplier to let you know that I will not purchase any Roadstone products unless your parent company, CRH plc, divests its stake in the Israeli company Mashav Initiative and Development.

I am in the preparing to build an extension to my house/new house/office/warehouse/other (delete as appropriate). In the process of making decisions about what building materials to use I came across your webpage ‘Building Your Own Home with Roadstone Wood’.  It’s clear that Roadstone Wood can satisfy most of my building needs from foundations, walls, insulation, and roof finishes to solar hot water heating and externally around the house from paving, kerbing, walling to general fill materials such as sand and aggregates.

I do wish to support Irish business by buying Irish made products especially in these very difficult times however I have very serious concerns about CRH’s subsidiary Mashav and their involvement with Israel’s illegal occupation of Palestine and the human rights abuses of the Palestinian people. 

I understand that CRH plc own 25% of Mashav who own a majority of Israel’s only cement producer Nesher and that Nesher supplies the majority of cement sold in Israel and the occupied territories of Palestine. This cement is clearly used in a range of illegal structures within the occupied territories of Palestine e.g.  a) the illegal Separation wall, b) the illegal settlements, c) the apartheid Jerusalem Light Rail and d) the apartheid settler-only roads, bridges and tunnels in the occupied territories of Palestine.
These are all illegal under international Law. It seems quite extraordinary that an Irish company is directly complicit in illegal activity and is profiting from these activities. In Ireland we have a long and respected tradition of supporting the human rights of oppressed people and it is unacceptable for any Irish company to be involved in activity contrary to International and Human rights Law. 

Unless your parent company CRH plc sell their shameful 25% stake in Mashav I will take my business to an alternative Irish construction materials company with strong ethical standards which CRH plc clearly lacks. 

Please pass on my concerns to your parent company.
