I have been made aware that an Irish company CRH plc may be complicit in the worst elements of Israel’s illegal occupation of Palestine and the human rights abuses of the Palestinian people, through its part ownership of an Israeli company called Mashav. I understand that CRH plc own 25% of Mashav who in turn own Israel’s only cement producer Nesher and that Nesher supplies the majority of cement sold in Israel and the occupied territories of Palestine. 
This cement is clearly used in a range of illegal structures within the occupied territories of Palestine e.g.  a) the illegal Separation wall, b) the illegal settlements, c) the apartheid Jerusalem Light Rail and d) the apartheid settler-only roads, bridges and tunnels in the occupied territories of Palestine.

These are all illegal under international Law and I do not wish to have any investments in company who are profiting from the illegal occupation of Palestine.
1. Can you let me know whether there is any CRH plc equity in my pension fund and if so what percentage?
 

2. What I need to do to switch to a fund which does not contain CRH plc?
